·Dramatis personae:


-Sweetheart: he’s a young man about sixty. He’s the smartest of them, but is the prettiest. At the second act he is always saying “Da da da da-a”

-Racks: he’s a young man about sixty. He’s a thin, spotty youth in tattered school uniform.


-Nipper: he’s a young man about sixty. He’s a punk rocker. His uniform is so distorted as to be almost unrecognisable.


-Sky-Light: he’s a young man about sixty. He’s fattish, blonde lad with glasses and a solemn look about him. He’s always saying “O.K, O.K.” before he start to speak. He fights with Iron and has his nose bleeding. He’s going to stay alone like animals when the fight was finished.

-Iron: he’s a young man about sixty. He’s not someone you recognise as a school-kid at all. He’s very tall, wearing a leather jacket and with a constantly aggressive, needling manner. He is always saying “fuck or fucking” and he fucked all: he hates the Russian Red, the teacher, her mother, all people. Furthermore he fights with Sky-Light. At the end of the play he does a very long dialogs. The master called him Herron.

-Snatch: he’s a very thick but amiable lad of West Indian parentage. He grins round. He’s a bit sheepish. While he is explaining he does a long dialogs and hates to disturb him while he is speaking. Before he was in Brixton.

-Master: he’s very strong and cause respect in all the children. When he arrives to the fight, he called the boys “little savages”. He recognises Iron, and called him “Herron”. He’s the master of Ballsache.
·Plot:


It happens in a desert classroom, huge cracks in the walls, desks battered out of shape, and windows, if there are any windows, shattered. Everything has been scrawled on or broken.
The boys are talking about his thoughts before the teacher goes. Later on they are talking about sex and Sweetheart explains to Iron what it is and how to do it. Furthermore Sweetheart compares a girl with a flower. Later on they start to imagine his personal school, without teachers, rules… a democratic school. Racks start to do a class about gardening, but Iron is not in favour with him. When he finishes, Nipper explains how a plant grows up, more exactly, how a geranium grows up. When he finishes, Iron has a difference between white and black people, and Nipper says the fact that black people pay more is an indiscrimination, and explain that when he was young his family was in poverty. Iron says that he hates the rich people and the social class too and says that hate the people in general. Sweetheart bites the face of Iron, but he doesn’t react, this could be one of the things that promote the fight between that two boys. When the master arrives they finished fighting and both are going to be alone.

From my point of view I think that play shows you the reality in some schools where the teacher hasn’t got authority with his students, and sometimes are at the same level of them.
