He is often slightly withdrawn and uneasy now that he finds himself in a world where his authority has lately become less and less unquestionable. He is only disturbed and bewildered by it. He appears at the third act.
·Plot:


Three men, Jimmy, Cliff and Colonel, are reading the newspaper while the women, Alison and Helena are ironing. This is a typical situation of a Sunday morning in a house in the 19th century in Europe.  

In the first and the second act, the situation is the same but in the second appears Helena, the mans reading the newspaper and the woman ironing. At first Jimmy and Cliff are talking about the food and their loves when they are younger.
