·Dramatis personae:


-Moon: he doesn’t appear at the play directly because he and Birdboot are like the narrators, and he doesn’t appear at the stage. He’s like a detective police. He explains the play with Birdboot:” If we examine this more closely, and I think close…, the author has given us –yes, I will go so far- he has given us the human condition-“. It means that they are animals and the author changes its personal condition. He knows Latin:” Élan, avoiding éclat, voila”, and Latin too:” ergo sum, Je suis”.
