DRAMATIS PERSONAE: 

·TERRY: a man of forty. He’s always thinking that he’s an important person and being part of a real class.
·DUSTY: a woman in her twenties. She thinks like Terry, she would like to be part of a real class.

·GAVIN: a man in his fifties. He’s always surprising about the other people say. He would like to be part of the real class too.

·MELISSA: a woman of seventy. She’s a pessimist woman because she is always wiped out the ideas of the other people, and is always thinking about dead.
·LIZ: a woman in her thirties. She fell in love with Dusty and hates Charlotte because she is loved with Dusty too.

·CHARLOTTE: women in her thirties. She loves Dusty and always is joking and playing with him. Her husband was died caused of a long illness.

·FRED: a man in his forties. He talks with Charlotte about her husband.

·DOUGLAS: a man of fifty. He doesn’t like to be handsome and accept his figure. He was a commercial traveller.
·JIMMY: a young man. He’s the main character. He seems crazy because appear and don’t talk with anybody, and say only what the other people say.

PLOT:
This play is about a club for the dead people who have been to be found by a group of people. That group think that the rest of the society need do sport because it was healthy. Furthermore, they think that they being part of a real class and have all the privileges that this group of people have. All of this is caused by his/her imagination. Caused of this they start to imagine all the thinks that this club could have. First they think that this club have a pitch were they can play tennis, where there are a swimming pool where there are a bar. At the swimming pool they give you a hot towel to rid of all the blackheads on your face. At the club there is a restaurant whose food is the best, relation with his society class. All of the characters, except Douglas and Jimmy, would like to have a perfect body. 
One of the strange thinks are that at the swimming pool there are alcoves, where you can swim with the other dead people.

The plot took place in Gavin’s flat, that’s the reason why the dramatic function took place in a closed and single space. Furthermore it’s an urban and sophisticated space with all the commodities that a real class has, like a waiter.

The play took place in a lineal sequence. There isn’t exist flashbacks, but there are jumps to the future, this is a constant in all the play. We don’t now if the play took place at day or in the night, and we don’t now too what day of the week was.
The text is write in prose in a colloquial language with some sophisticated words, caused of this the language is simple and all the society can understand perfectly the play without inconvenient.
From my point of view this play is a typical play from the 90’s, whose people would like to improve their lifestyle, and have a lifestyle similar to the real class. I like very much that play because I like the type who the author have to write, because it is lineal type and don’t have a lot of flashbacks mixed with lineal sequence because it confuse me. I think that Harold Pinter write absurd theatre to show the people how stupid are some situations in our life, because they are everyday topics. What are the meaning is one of the aspects who the writer represent in his performances, because words makes communication easy, and understanding and listening each other is one of the biggest problems nowadays in our society. The last aspect that I would like to talk about in that play is the differences of ages between all the characters, because you can see a change in the language.
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
