·Dramatis personae:


-Frank: he’s going to be a bus driver. He is one of the main characters. He’s all the play trying to talk with Gladys Jenkins, but he can’t and he is very hungry. He works by a bus company.

-Gladys: he not appears at the play directly. He’s the person who says at what time is it, and says normally to the bus driver. -Lord Coot: he is not inside the building like the others characters, he enters in the building. He’s name is Jack. He’s a friend of the 1st Lord.

-Beryl Bligh: he’s the new secretary. He is sent from Directory Enquiries last night. He appears always with the 1st Lord. He takes the phone too. He’s afraid when Gladys lost forty seconds of the clock of the 1st Lord.

-Operator: he only appears by the phone and appears only at the scene four. He takes nervous to Frank.

-Ivy: he’s a bus driver. He appears at the scene four when the operator passes to him the call of Frank.

-2nd Porter: he appears at the scene 9 only, while the other porter is lunching.


1st Lord: he’s the First Lord of the Post Office. He’s the main character. He’s afraid when Gladys is late and everybody can be crazy by the time.
·Plot:


The play takes place near the Big Ben because you can listen the clink of the bell. All the characters are going out the building when he is going to his work. Frank is triying all over the play to talk with Gladys Jenkis but he can’t. Ivy remembers to Frank and to the 1st Lord that the passengers are waiting to the time.
