-DRAMATIS PERSONAE:


I’m going to describe only the main characters because there are fourteen in total. From my point of view the more important characters are Ubú, his conscience, and his wife, mother Ubú.
·Ubú: he wears boots, trousers and a jersey brown, lot of belts around his body and a brown jacket. He doesn’t speak well. E.g. he says “mierdra”, not “mierda”. He repeats always two times the words. He says rhythmic words like “a la trampilla que te pilla”. He likes all the thinks that the people thing that need to be happy: sex and alcohol. All people are laughing of him, but he is not afraid because he thinks that he does all correctly. He kills the latest king because he wants the power like our ministers, whose only wants the power not the felicity to the people, and because his wife said it, other problem of some people that persuade the others to take the power(not only woman are persuasive people).  He’s like a dictator or the ex-president of the USA, Bill Clinton when he’s with Monica Lewinski. He never listen his conscience because he only wants the power and doesn’t listen to nobody. It seems that all the characters are lower than him because all do what he wants. He kills his son because he wants the power to himself no to anybody. He’s going to be crazy because of the money and the power.

· Conscience: he’s one of the main characters because he tries to say the good thinks that Ubú must do, but he doesn’t listen him. He’s like a saviour of Ubú, because he is going to be crazy because of the money and the power.

· Mother Ubú: she is doing conspirators to take off the power of Ubú. She’s like a politician that killed psychologically one of his partners of the same party to be the most important person inside it.
-SPACE:


The space design change al over the play. The background changes when one scene finishes or when one character appears. The background that most appear is a piece of wood that seems a door. Furthermore appear a tower where Ubú seems a dictator. Besides appear a big toilet, and a big hole that seems when a dictator kills the people because he/she wants.
-ILUMINATION:

The lights focus the actor/s who is talking each other. For example, when appear Ubú talking like a dictator, the light focus al over his body an you can see like a brilliant person because of the light. There are approximately 100 focuses, distributed in the middle and in the two side of the performance.
-WARDROBE:

There is a historical wardrobe because in general the clothes are like the clothes in the 17th century, dirty and scratched. Because of this, in my opinion is a fantastic but original wardrobe.

-ATREZZO:

The object more representative is the “trampilla” because when it appears all the people are laughing. Furthermore the tower is characteristic too because of its meaning. It represents the totalitarism in Europe in the 19th century.  The music is characteristic, like a war music produced by a drum and the characters walk in his rhymed sound.
While the play is going, the audience is always laughing, and when the play is going to finish they continued laughing.
By my point of view I like the perform because it criticises the biggest problems of nowadays: Chinese exploitation, black slavery, oil, the power of the U.S.A., and the totalitarism of Hitler, Franco, and Mussolini; and I think this problems must be concluded nowadays but some people remember it and wanted to go back to that time, or wanted to close a factory in Spain because they have to pay a lo to the workers, and for e.g. opens one in Sri Lanka, where the minimal salary don’t exist, it’s antihuman in my opinion. Furthermore they talk too about a problem of Spain nowadays like “the statute” to be Catalonia a free province of Spain (think so, but I’m not sure. The politicians say this).
