The Glass Menagerie, By Tennessee Williams

-DRAMATIS PERSONAE:


·Tom: he works in a shoe factory. He likes very much the poetry and writes (it is his favourite hobby). Is called Shakespeare by Jim. He likes drinking very much and lies to her mother saying that he goes to the cinema but goes to drink. He has a spirit who is always thinking on travelling and goes out to his house because he hates a little bit his mother because is always murmuring him. He thinks if his sister have boyfriend, his mother take apart him and he could live more freely.

·Laura: she is a shy girl that is afraid of his relationship with other people. She has a big depression and can’t walk correctly because she was at the end lobotomized. 

·Amanda: she was a puritan woman, who was shocked by anything to do with sex and alcohol. She is always remembering the past like a glorious and best time, and remembers her husband as a bad man, and doesn’t want that her son be like him. Because of this she is always asking where did he go and do. She’s is like a mother of today because of this.

·Jim: that character is the most important in my opinion because he helps Laura to go out of his imaginary world of animals of glass, and helps Tom to start his new life far of his house. He’s Tom worker companion. He has ideas because he has a middle-high social level and he normally can do what he wants.
-SPACE:

The space design change al over the play. The stage is a typical stage of the South America. The background is like a marine background because in it colour seems that appears a dolphin at the left and at the centre appears a photograph of the father of Laura and Tom, who nobody knows where is.  At the left of the front ground there is a sofa, a record player and the door to enter to the kitchen. At the centre of the stage there is a table, some chairs and Laura’s collection of animals of glass. And at the right there is the door to enter to the house and the emergency door where Tom goes to smoke.
-ILUMINATION:

The lights focus the stage completely all over the play, but focuses on Tom when he is playing like a narrator.  There are some lights distributed at the two sides and in the middle of the stage. The light that focuses Tom is a bright light that doesn’t focus the Tom’s face only like a shadow.
-WARDROBE:


They wear contemporary clothes of its time. Tom and Jim wear a suit, like the suit of nowadays, grey and white respectively. Both are very elegant. Laura wears a long bright blue dress; and Amanda wears a long bright green dress. When O’Connell goes to her house to dinner Amanda wears a dress of her youth and Laura wears a long bright green dress. In my opinion the dress of the mother is not correct to this scene, because is not the big moment when a boy ask for the love of a girl.
-ATREZZO:


The atrezzo is the typical of a house. There are one table, some chairs, and a photograph (in that case of the father). The object more representative is the place where Laura have her collection of glass animals, which her mother called the glass menagerie that is the perform’s name.

The audience reacts laughing when Tom comes drunk to his house because he is saying abnormal things.


From my point of view I like the play very much because it is a autobiographic play of Thomas Lanier Williams, the real name of Tennessee Williams, a drunk father, a mother afraid of all about sex and alcohol, and a shy sister who had depression and was at the end of lobotomized. Furthermore I like this play very much because you can see the problems of the America of this time, who have just gone out to the civil war.
