Play: RICHARD III

The author of this work based on Richard III by William Shakespeare is Chema Cardeña. The title of the play is RIII represented by the theatre company Arden Producciones. The date of the representation that we attended is 3/11/2005. The place of the representation is in the theatre l'Altre Espai.

We are going to do a description of the characters that appear in the work:
Richard: the most prominent aspect of this character is his great deformation that he suffers, because of a great hump in the superior-left part of his back, the cripple of his left arm and also he suffers a great difficulty to walk, since he limps of the left foot. In spite of all these imperfections, this character is able to show us a great performance. We should say that thanks to his great voice tonality he impose more than any other. This character, crippled; of medium stature and age; we can say that he denotes a great domain over the other characters. His peculiar manner of dressing is based on the tendencies of that time, he wears wide pants, jacket and boots. If we notice his relationship toward the other characters we can notice that he shows a great authority on them, who often obey his orders.

Lady Anne: she is the youngest of the actors. In spite of her early age she left us amazed by her great performance, because of her strong voice tonality she was able to transmit a great desperation because of her husband's death, she also showed to be very weak since she accepted to get married with Richard immediately. 

She wears a long blue dress, with a veil over the head, colour bone. 

Margaret: She is peculiar for her advanced age. She is an old prophetess. She is not very loved by her companions since they treat her as an insane person because she is always saying foolishness, noticing to everybody what could happen if they do not consider her advice. She is wearing a long dress. This woman did not walk erect since she needed a cane to walk. She often exposed her predictions toward the public in order to get their attention.
 In the space where the play is represented there are some changes of light reflected on the bottom, using different tonalities depending on the place that the lights are representing, and the use of different furniture to represent the different spaces.
 There is an empty and indefinite space, inhabited by 9 characters. We could make an analogy between the scenario and a chess board since we can observe that there is the same disposition. The characters remain in the bottom of the scenario, hardly illuminated, until the moment of their appearance. The space is divided, the most part of the times in three parts, thanks to the lights, sometimes three different scenarios are perceived at the same time.

 We could highlight the fantastic illumination of the scenario thanks to the great number of  focuses. There are about 30 focuses that iluminate the characters in the scenario. At the beginning and at the end of the work a delicate light is used, while the characters remain at the bottom of the scenario. In several occasions the darkness is used, especially when some murder takes place.
The wardrobe consists on old suits of historical and elegant character. The characters show a high degree of reality since they takes us to a noble atmosphere. The ladies, wearing dresses of different colours, blue, purple, red, etc. And the men with boots, jackets and pants of same tone.

The furniture used for this representation is: a bathtub, a table, a real seat, a stretcher, a carpet and anymore. On the other hand the objects used by the actors are: canes, a bouquet of flowers, a ring, etc.
The atmosphere that we can observe is a silent atmosphere. But there were occasions that we could hear people asking about the work: " who is that?, is that the daughter of…"?. We could consider an anecdote the uncertainty of the public since they did not know if the work had finished because there were many times that the scenario was completely dark, then it took place to think that the play had concluded. 

The valuation that we could make based on the work is that there is a fabulous setting in scene, thanks to the good use of the focuses; to the wide wardrobe selection and to the capacity of the actors who are able to produce a catharsis with the public. The feeling of vengeance reings on Richard, cruelties and crimes will take him in the ambition of the throne of England. In contrast with who only knew what was the pain of having lost someone wanted. In a world of perfect peace, of perfect beauty and of perfect harmony, we attend the rebellion.
