                       Evolution in the works of Harold Pinter

In this work we will analyze the evolution of the following works of Harold Pinter, The Dumb Waiter, The Collection and Party Time. To begin we have extracted the thematic nucleus shared by these three works, the lack of communication, as much among the characters as regarding the exterior.

Such a simple aspect as it is the transmission of information among human, the communication, we see that in these works it represents an authentic problem, where the communication is practically null. Pinter, one of the resources that used to be able to reflect this lack of communication it was by means of the Pinter it Pauses that it consists on long silences; and for the conversation type: ambiguous vulgar, abrupt and many times. By means of this method Pinter elaborated an absurd atmosphere, of mystery and terror.

The work in the one that better you can appreciate this resource it is in The Collection, where between silences and pauses, we have ended up counting 80 in total. The work that continues him is The Dumb Waiter, with 40; and finally in The Party Time 15 can only be appreciated. This is because this last work, The Party Time, is part of a more recent time, (1991) that, in contrast with the two previous The Dumb Waiter (1957), and The Collection (1961), Pinter has evolved, they are no longer so used, I eat at the beginning, neither those silences neither those pauses. Pinter, at this time, transcends rather from a naturalistic vanguard to a theatre political, where it is centered in an intense political commitment, more than in creating situations of ambiguity and incerteza because of the communication shortage.

We will happen, now, to explain, with concrete examples, our statement about the communication shortage in each one of these works:

Beginning with The Dumb Waiter, where the work is based on a colloquial, absurd and repetitive dialogue, between two men that the contained time passes, only leaving at night to murder the one who you/they have assigned them. In this work there are scenes repeating continually, let us put for case the times in those that Ben asks to Gus about the tea. This fact takes place seven times along the text. They are also repeated times those that Gus tells to Ben: ' he wanted to wonder algo', exactly five are the times that it pronounces these words. Through these resources Pinter wants to give place to confusion, predominant element in its first works. We should also say that in spite of this lack of communication, the isolation regarding the society is not total, we can take the attitude of Ben for example, which doesn't leave in any moment to read the newspaper, of being interested in the events of the exterior. Which sews can seem a little ironic since, in certain occasion, they are alarmed of the murder of a cat carried out by a boy, while them, every day, they are murdering somebody. But they, apparently, give him to it the most minimum importance to the activity that you/they carry out, rather you grieve he/she comments to that they are devoted and neither we perceive a detailed description neither of the characters neither of the place where they cohabit, giving this, also, place to confusion. 

Next we will comment The Collection, showing the main aspects that have taken us to deduce that, also, this work has a communication lack, therefore that he/she gives, in occasions, place to confusion. It is a woman with problems that it even ends up inventing a history around their nonexistent relationship extramatrimonial with somebody that you grieve he/she knows, generating their husband's later reaction. We find a slight balance among tragedy and farce, a quartet of three men and a woman involved in a complicated love mess. In this work the bad communication goes further on, the characters are shielded of the power of the knowledge, retiring to the misunderstanding, truth fifty-fifty, falsehood or in a last resource simply silence plain.  

We happen, lastly, to analyze Party Time, it works in which we denote the evolution of Pinter since it is centered in topics of political character, as the critic to the society interclasist and he/she leaves some side the topic of the bad communication and the pauses, because they are no longer as abundant as in their first works.  This work is about a called boy Gavin which is giving a party, where the companies are exclusive. While outside of there, in the streets there is a violent disorder. Pinter in this work is carrying out an analogy respect with the society, where the bourgeoisie is totally indifferent in the face of the intolerance and squalor of the external world whose lives live in the materialism of the interior without worrying about the problems that don't perceive, of the exterior. It seems that Pinter changes its thematic one completely since it is not centered so much in the problem of the communication, and he/she doesn't make use of the Pinter it Pauses, but in fact it is returning to the political implication of its first works.
