In this work  we are going to do a compararon between the Samuel Becket’s work, “Waiting for Godot”, and the Arnold Wesker’s work, “The Kitchen”, where we have seen a clear parallelism with that society where they did not find sense to life.

The behaviour of the characters reflect this feeling in which they do not find sense to life. The characters, in several occasions, mention dreams like a method to escape of that hard reality. We speak about the time of postwar, during the years fifty.
If has something these two works in common it is the behaviour of their characters, which have a form of very monotonous life, without anything that contributes them happiness. For example in the course of: “Waiting for Godot”, Vladimir and Estragon wait, during the whole work, somebody  that never arrives, believing the warnings of a boy that appears twice times , announcing:  “ he will come tomorrow”, (pages: 49 to 52 /  91 to 92). These two characters do not find sense to their existence they are not happy as well as Estragon says in the 50 page when announcing: “I’m unhappy”. They try to cling Godot, since they think that he is who knows what to do. There are moments in which Estragon is really questioned if they are tied to Godot, as well as in the page 20: “I’m asking if we are tied”. He has not clear that Godot will come, page 60: ”If he does not come?”. And the one that constantly repeats: “ let’s go”, pages: 40, 48, 68, 71, 78, 84, 94, etc.

Another aspect to highlight in this work is that these two main characters think that their attitude is right, but they do not see right the attitude between Pozzo toward Lucky, page 42: “Think, pig”. That is the same tratement that they receive from Godot, and at the same time the same one that they received that society in that time. For that he wrote so that it took place to an identification with the characters. We will pass now to speak about of the play The Kitchen written by Arnold Wesker. In this work we will highlight Peter’s personality, the main character mainly. This, the same as the other ones who appear in the play, is unhappy. In this life there is only time for work. In spite of this a great concern eats away: Monique, girl of which he is in love. And he lives under the suffering of thinking that it cannot be since she is married. She is always promising to get a compromise with him and to let her husband but she never does it, she often says: “I can’t tell him yet”. 
It would be necessary to say that Peter is shown as a very violent person. In opposition to Vladimir and Estragon who simply prefer to wait, without doing anything.

This aspect you can appreciate in several actions, as well as in the fight of the beginning, pages: 17, 18, 19. and in general in the form that Peter treats people, even Monique, saying to her, (page 29: “go to hell”.

The point that we will pass to analyze now will be that of the dreams, since as Peter says, page 49: “A dream? It’s the time when you forget what you are and you make what you could be”. For this reason, he forces his partner to tell him his dream, page 50: “ A little dream, what can you see?”. This was the only way to escape of the raw reality and to see made reality their dreams. 

In my opinion the central topic, the topic which these two works rotate around, is: the insignificant role of people in this world, where the only thing that they make is to work and to suffer, since they do not contribute anything to this terrible world.

When treating this topic what is the attempted is to create a catharsis, so that the spectator feels identified, and relate it with his or her life.
