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Dramatis personae: 

In the work four important characters appear but, there are only three that have text, one of them is announced but he doesn't speak in any moment. 

Joan is a youth that will visit his aunt young boy's Harper, and that years later while he studies, begins to work, and with the years he marries and  returns to his aunt's house. 

Harper is Joan's aunt who hides a secret that his niece discovers when he goes to visit, his husband is the other character that although he is important for the stocks that he makes (it leaves of the secret that Joan discovers) text doesn't appear for him. 

Todd is a young man that works next to Joan and with who finishes marrying. He is family of Harper and he also knows the secret. 

Plot: 

The work begins with a youth that finishes arriving at his visit aunt's house and there he discovers the secret of his uncles. But when he counts to his aunt what he had seen his aunt, at the beginning, lies him so that he doesn't know the truth but then she counts him that their aunt is helping people that she had seen curing them and helping to escape from somebody. 

In the second act several days are described in those that Joan and Todd are working with hats. During these days besides working converse on amusement topics. In the alone fifth scene there is a commentary without text, in this is commented on the vision of a parade of prisoners with the hats made by Joan and Todd. 

In the third act several years have passed again, here we see all the characters. At the beginning of the scene they are Harper and Todd talking about animals and about  certain countries act with the animals, then in an intervention of Todd he comments on his works. Joan and Harper begin to speak, the aunt asks to the niece and this answers her saying her that in the one on the way to arrival had killed some cats, with her intervention, then the work finishes. 

Space. 

The work is developed in two different spaces that are mounted in two different acts. In the first one and the third are the house of Harper although in one it is at night and the other one by day. The second act is the locus in quo Todd and Joan make the hats. 

Time: 

In the work it is observed perfectly that the time passes, more because at home act it settles down that some years have passed. Also in the second act at home scene is a different day. Among the acts it is not remarked the years that have passed but it is said “several years later”1. In the second act among the scenes it is specified that it is the following day. It is also observed that a whole week passes and that they begin other since it is marked specifically in the text. 

Literary and stylistic resources: 

The language that uses is full with ambiguities, as when he speaks about crocodiles, cats, deer, etc. Also, believe mystery through some interventions that go revealing the secrets little by little, it happens in the first conversation between Joan and Harper. 

Personal opinion: 
Far Away, of Rail Churchill is a work full with mystery and ambiguities. We know that there is something strange in the activities of Joan's uncle, and we suppose that the version that Harper counts him is not true; however, we never know really what is what is happening. Equally, many years later, we know that there is a war and that Joan and Todd are separate due to this, but we don't know what happens in detail. On one hand, this made ago as if the work was incomplete; but on the other hand, give this way, the author leaves place to the imagination.
