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We know how the characters are, for that they make, but also for what is said of them in the demarcations: “Racks is a thin, spotty youth in tattered school uniform.”, for example.

The characters of this work are six sixteen year-old youths. The Worm is a youth with acne and quite thin dress with an uniform school made shreds. The Fat is a blond boy, something fat, with glasses and with solemn aspect. The Foil is a “punk rocker” with his totally deformed uniform that ends up being unrecognizable. The Mannequin is the most elegant and the most handsome in the group. The Cheeks don't resemble the typical schoolboy, he is very robust with leather jacket and his forms of being aggressive and provocative. 

The Worm (Racks) he counts that his mother has escaped with another man and his father has as liking the gardening, thing that he seems to share. The Fat (Sky-light) is the character that defends everybody of the Cheeks during the whole work. In the work he counts that his parents are blind and that his liking is the kitchen. The Foil (Nipper) he counts that his father is dead and that of small he missed he was having some long pants, he is racist and he accuses from his problems to the emigrants. The Cheeks (Iron) the leader of the group is believed. Lastly the Pibe (Snatch) that arrives to the school and bill to their friends their adventure with the social agent.
Plot: 
In the work the wait of this group of friends is developed, after having destroyed the school, for somebody that will take them out of their ignorance and of their horrible life, a professor. During the wait the youths decide to give a class each one. Racks gives his class has more than enough gardening, Sweetheart has more than enough sex, Nipper gives a speech agreeing because the emigrants have the blame of their problems, Iron on as fighting, he gives some fight lessons that he has learned in a magazine, Sky-light where he cooks and Snacht has his own experience the destruction of glasses. At the end of the work there is a fight between Iron and Sky-light because the Cheeks gets angry for the Fat's comments. In the work also a professor appears that goes in search of them in two occasions, one to pick up the Pibe and other because it happens for before them and he enters to warn them that it is not necessary that they continue waiting because they won't bring another substitute for them. 

Space: 

The work is developed in a class of an institute in a marginal neighborhood of a great city. This class is totally destroyed because the own youths have put an end to her. 

Time: 

The work is located presently for the author, in short, the facts begin to happen one afternoon on two thirty. 
Literary and stylistic resources: 

The author uses a language that he imitates the form of speaking of the youths from London that at the same time is colloquial and people's characteristic little formed. Examples of they are it: “She left screamin '.”, “I saw ‘er.”, “We was in ‘iss boat (…).” Another aspect to highlight is that toward the end of the work, in the intervention of Iron the capitals are used to stand out it. 
Personal opinion: 

Class enemy, of Nigel Williams. It is a good work in what refers to the form of writing, reflective the reality: as the youths speak, as they behave and also the relationships that there are in the groups, where one is the leader.
