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In the work five characters only appear: Jimmy, Alison, Cliff, Helena and the Colonel Redfern.  Following this order is necessary to highlight in the characterization of the characters that: Jimmy Porter, is a young boy, 25 years old. he is high and thin. He is the husband of Alison, although due to his character he doesn't treat her like it. A feature that characterizes him is his cold sincerity, he gives the impression that he doesn't care anything. Alison Porter, Jimmy's woman is also a young girl. She is high, moraine and thin, the bones of her face are long and delicate, she has deep and lengthened eyes. She possesses a shy, fearful character rather, she demonstrates it when not daring to tell to her husband that she is embarrassed since she fears his reaction. Cliff Lewis, also young, he lives with Jimmy and Alison in a loft. He is brown and of low stature. He has a character “too much” good, he is almost unalterable, this dislikes Jimmy. Cliff behaves very well with Alison, although Jimmy doesn't see he as an example to continue. Helena Charles is an old friend of Alison that seems to have her own differences in turn with Jimmy, but that later she puts an end to him. Lastly, the Colonel Redfern, the father of Alison is a 60 year-old man although she is still attractiveness.

Plot: 
Jimmy doesn't stop of complaining that on Sundays he always makes the same thing. While Cliff and Alison don't seem to pay attention to their complaints, but he wants that all make what he would like to make to him and made him the blame to his wife, what doesn't have founded base. Jimmy remembers things of the past that there is lost. His housing partners (Cliff and Alison), try to pass of him. To Alison arises him since a problem is afraid of telling to her husband (Jimmy) that she is pregnant because she fears their reaction.  In a principle, Helena, the friend of Alison, is not taken very well with Jimmy by her form of being, although then they end up will live together. The father of Alison, (Colonel Redfern) taking advantage of the visit from Jimmy to his friend's mother, he convinces Alison that she leaves with him, then this writes a note to Jimmy and he gives it to Helena so that she gives it to him. Alison leaves and Helena ends up living with Cliff and Jimmy. But, at the end, Alison decides to return and Helena to leave Jimmy. 
Space: 

The work is developed in a furnished loft in an austere way, with several armchairs, a marriage bed and a couple of closets. The stay has a window and a door.  This housing, appears located by the author in the British region of the Midlands. 
Time: 

The first act is developed presently, in a morning of April. Two weeks later the first scene begins of the second act, and the afternoon following taking it leaves the second scene of the second act. The first scene of the third act happens several months after the above-mentioned, and minutes later the work concludes with the second scene of the third act.

Literary and stylistic resources: 
The author, when being modern theatre, writes in prose and he uses, as it seems, a colloquial language with the purpose of that the reader captures and interpret the work in yes, such and as his author he conceived it.

Other aspects: 

The work is framed in a situation politician - economic of postwar period, therefore it symbolizes a society in decline, desperate and unsatisfied. 

Personal opinion: 
I consider that Look back in anger is a work that reflects the bitter situation and the concern by means of extreme facts that end up being violent. 

Jimmy is not according with the life that he takes and with which people don't make anything to change it, but he is not necessary to appeal to forms as the insult and the abuse of those that surround him. Instead of to act this way and to stay at home, he could make something to try to change the situation.
