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Dramatis personae: 

Hippolytus: Son of the King. Everybody adores him. He has a very strange behavoir. He is sure about himself, proud. He passes the day sleeping and the night looking at television.
Phaedra: stepmother of Hippolytus, and mother of Strophe. She is a woman that seems very insecure, she doesn't know what she wants, she is not happy.

Strophe: daughter of Phaedra. She tries to put her mother’s feet in the floor, and she notices him that Hippolytus is not good, on the contrary that she thinks the rest of people.

Doctor: alone she leaves at the beginning. We cannot say much of her personality.

Priest: at the end of the work he tries that Hippolytus is admitted, but he doesn't get it. He is shown confused starting from the questions and the boy's answers.

Theseus: father of Hippolytus and husband of Phaedra. He only appears at the end of the work, in his wife's funeral.

Man 1 / Woman 1 / Man2 / Woman 2 / Child / Policeman 1 / Policeman 2: secondary characters, people of the town that appear at the end, in the funeral.

Plot: 

Hyppolitus lives confined in his room eating, seeing the television and sleeping. Phaedra, her stepmother, is in love with him, and the day of her birthday she tries to seduce him and they maintain oral sex, although then he rejects her. Phaedra, in an attack of anger, commits suicide and she leaves a note in which she says that Hyppolitus has violated her. Hyppolitus goes to the accused jail of violation, although his stepsister that also loves him, tries to impede it. In the funeral of Phaedra, Theseus doesn't recognize it and the bush. Ante mortem, Hyppolitus tells to Theseus that the girl to which had killed was her stepdaughter, for what he also commits suicide when feeling guilty for what has made. 

Space: 

In the first one, fourth and fifth scene the action is developed in the room where Hippolytus is looking at the television. In second third the room is not specified in the one that they are. In the sixth the action is developed in the cell of the prison. In the seventh is the funeral of Phaedra and the octave is developed outside of the tribunal. 

Time: 

The work happens in the course of some days, although this it is a fact that is not specified, we can know it for the alternation of days and nights, since this it is a fact that she makes an appointment in the text.
Literary and stylistic resources: 

It is a work of easy understanding, the vocabulary it is not very complicated and the utilized registration is standard. In the most of the dialogues it prevails the present simple time.
Personal opinion: 
The truth is that I don't know what to say of this work. I find a little unpleasant the life that Hyppolitus takes, but if we meditate a little it is the type of life that they take most of the youths (and applicants to young) nowadays , less in the topic of the sex that I believe in the work that it is too obsessive. At the end, we see to what takes the whole topic of the infidelities, the incest, the homosexuality, etc: the death.
