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Dramatis presonae: 

The characters are characterized through their language, we will analyze it in the corresponding section; this way; they are uncultured and they belong to a low social class. There are also demarcations that indicate us their form of dressing.

Harry: he is fifty years old, he is married with Mary and he is father of Pam. This lives with his wife but they are not very well. Mary: she has a curly and gray hair, she is a little drop and also she is fat, since has round shoulders and big chests. What we could highlight of her behavior is the bad relationship that she has regarding her husband. she is 53 years old and she is the mother of Pam and Harry's woman. Pam: she is daughter of Harry and Mary, she is 23 years old. This is fit , of clear eyes and small mouth. she has wide hips and a pointed chest. She has black hair and a lengthened face. She is in love with Fred. Fred: he is 20 years old. He has some relationships with Pam, but not subsequently, he doesn't want to maintain anything serious with her, but he leaves she pregnant and later he murderess his own son. Len: he lives rented in a room of the house of Pam. He is in love with her, and he seems to be one of the most intelligent characters. Pete: he is 25 years old, and he is friend of Fred. Mike: he is some 20 years old, he is friend of Fred and he is as aggressive as all. Barry: he has the same age that Mike and he is also friend of Fred. Liz: this girl is also part of the group. These last four characters of the work are secondary, since they don't intervene too much. 

Plot: 

The topic that is the little culture, the poverty and the violence and misery of a group of people. Pam, although she is with Len, she has a son with Fred. For her it supposes a load, so she leaves him to Fred so he takes care of the baby during the night. However, Fred and their friends mistreat the boy until killing him. They go to the jail and when Len saw what happened, he begins to provoke Fred who decides to leave, together with their friends. Later, Pam finds out that its mother Mary and Len have been together, therefore she requests him that she leaves since it has broken her family. Finally Harry tells him that it is worthwhile to stay because they make all the tasks of the house and also because he wants that he watches over Mary in her absence. 

Space:  
The work is located in the south of London. The work holds (scenes: 1,4,8,9,11 and 13); in the park(2,3 and 6) that represents the danger that the baby has; in the room of Len(5 and 12); in a jail(7) that represents the lack of freedom; and in a cafeteria 810), a neuter place where all are. The author stresses that the scene the emptiest thing should be possible, what symbolizes as much the economic poverty as the cultural one.
Cheat: 
The time of the work represents the years sixty in London. Between the principle and the end of the story it passes enough time, 9 months like minimum, since pam is pregnant and he/she gives to light to a baby.

Literary and stylistic resources: 

During the whole work a vulgar language is used, like we have said previously that symbolizes the cultural poverty of the characters. Examples of they are it: “non one ‘ome?”, “when yer was sick!”, or “this ain nice.” The text is written in prose, with short dialogues at the beginning that then they go increasing of longitude in the course of the work. The used language also has to say that it is jargon aspect that hinders the understanding of the text a little until you know  contractions and strange words.

Personal opinion: In my opinion, Saved is a very interesting work for the critic that takes next to her. This work makes reference to the vulgarity and easiness for the youths of that time. I think that it makes allusion to the education from young and to how this influences in the rest of our life. For example, in the work, Pam is an uncultured person, like she is her family and they take a very unhappy life in a context full with violence and frustration. 
  It has seemed very strong to me the moment in that they mistreat the baby, included their own mother like in: “What you give it? Asprins. (...) It won't disturb yer.” who then doesn't realize at once that their baby is dead (“She does not look ino it”) or “(...) non feelin's. Like animals” or “Fred throws to stone.” However, I consider that it is sometimes necessary to make see that that really exists and that it is necessary to fight against it and also so that people you of bill of what can end up being a life like that of the main characters, characterized by the culture lack and the desperation.
