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In this work four characters appear: 
Harry: who is approximately some forty years old. He is a rich investor, designer of fabrics, who lives with the young Bill, who he has picked up the street and with who he maintains a relationships. Harry will try to help Bill in what he can, trying to clarify the misunderstanding caused by Stella. 
Bill: Harry's partner. He is thirty years old, he is involved in a matter of infidelity. 
James: Husband of Stella, who lives with her. He decides to clarify everything speaking with Bill when finding out the presumed infidelity.
Stella: she is a woman, who invents a story with respect to a supposed infidelity, in which she and Bill intervene, a man who she  lightly knows. 
Plot:
A woman with problems, Stella ends up inventing a story around her nonexistent relationship with Bill, who she hardly knows, generating her husband's later reaction, James. 
Space: 
The scene takes place in the living rooms of the two houses of the characters. One of the houses is Harry's. It is situated in Belgravia, according to the description it is decorated elegantly. On the other hand the flat of James in Chelsea is less sophisticated. 
Time: 
The action begins very early, we are speaking of four o’clock in the morning. It develops during night and day. We also can observe that there are flashbacks during the plot, constantly there are references to what happened in the hotel, and this is previous to what happens in the work. 
Literary and resourses

The language is simple and colloquial, which makes it a play which is easy to understand. We can find numerous repetitions; silences and pauses.
Other aspects:  This action develops during the autumn station, since the author in several occasions makes allusion to this time of the year.
