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Vladimir: This character is one of the main characters. We can guess that he is about sixty years old. He is all the time trying to dominate his friend Estragon, with whom he keeps up a conversation during the work.
Estragon: He is the main character of the story. An aspect that we believe is important of this character is his lack of memory, he is always asking why they are there since he does not remember that they are waiting  for Godot. 
Pozzo: He is the secondary character who appears at the end of the story, he is  accompanied by Lucky. Lucky is like a slave for Pozzo since he does what Pozzo wants. Pozzo is tired of life, who only waits for death. 
Lucky: He is as a slave to Pozzo. This character does not have more destination that following his owner, Pozzo. 
Boy: This person appears in the work to give to Pozzo and Lucky news of Godot. This boy works for Godot, caretaking his goats. 
Plot: 
The story is about two men of sixty years old. They are on a road near to a great tree, where they are waiting for Godot. During the wait they speak about thousands of things. This monotony arrives to such extent that they think about committing suicide*, but at the end they could not do it. These characters are Vladimir and Estragon who being there to meet Pozzo and Lucky. Lucky took a rope around the neck and he was mistreated by Pozzo, this situation terrified Estragon and Vladimir. At the end a boy appears, this boy assures to bring news of Godot, saying that Godot will arrive the following day. 
Space: 
The space is developed in an open field, where you can only see a tree and a couple of stones near a road, where the characters remain. 
Time: 
The time of the work is developed in two acts, they are the two days that Vladimir and Estragon wait  for Godot. 
Literary and stylistic resources: 
We could affirm that the language used in this work is colloquial, several cultisms appear in any moment. Also we can say that it is habitual the use of unconscious sentences, symbolisms and philosophical meanings. 
Personal opinion: 
This work is loaded with symbolisms which describe what a superior force represents in our lives. This is the necessity to have to believe in something, a superior force that helps us to solve our doubts.
