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Dramatis personae:

Mr Jota: This character is since the main one he is who directs and organizes the work, advising to Goldberg. His intention is to take the Bible to scene. He dressed elegantly with a black suit. He has a great voice for what he is listened perfectly when speaking. 

Goldberg: He helps Mr. Jota to take the Bible to scene. Besides being the director's assistant, at the end of the work he interprets the Jesus' role, when Jesus is put in the cross. In diverse situations this character is shown tormented by the performance of the actors or for the director's uncompromising attitude, Mr. Jota. Goldberg is dressed in a very simple way, with some long and dark pants, and a dark shirt also.   

Mari: She is  the cleaner. She is devoted to clean everything that that the other ones dirty. She is always kneeling cleaning the floor. When being devoted to this occupation she is dressed with the appropriate uniform, but very informal. This character tries to stay since to the margin of all what happens, for what we could observe she didn't speak too much, with the characters that she spoke more is with Mr. Iota and with Goldberg, when the scenary is empty.

Ernestina Van Veenn: She is the address assistant. she helped Mr. Iota in his project. This character appears in scene scarce times, and at the end of the work, because of her differences with Mr. Jota, decides to resign. She is dressed in a very elegant way, with a blouse and a skirt. She was shown dominant when she was speaking since she had the intention that everything was carried out according to her wanted. Often she was shown uncompromising with the ideas of the other ones, as well as at the end of the work when she resigns for not being according with what will be carried out.

Teresa Tormentina: She represents Eva in the Bible. she is dressed with a long and colorful tunic. This character is shown inconformist to have to represent her role undresses, but, at the end, Mr. Jota convinces her and  she carries out it naked.

Space: 

The scenario of this theater is quite deep, square and with a black bottom.. At the bottom to the right part some stairways in a wavy way  are observed. To the bottom we also sight some beams in the wall. This scenario does not consist of curtain, since when the first thing that we could see entering it was the scene where it will represent the work.  

Illumination: 

The illumination of the scenario was spectacular since in all moment there was a good use of the focuses. A light that focused the whole scenary, usually remained and it was sometimes allowed only to see a part of the scenario, leaving others ones in the darkness. And in occasions everything remained in dimness while an only character was focused.

Wardrobe: 

There was a great diversity in the attire of the characters. Golberg and Mr. Jota spend the work with the same clothes, some pants and a shirt, except at the end when Goldberg stays in underwear for show the scene of the crucifixion. The Teresa had, only, a tunic the whole time. Ernestina, had a shirt and a skirt, she was quite casual.  The other three actors at the beginning dress with clothes of the time caveman, composed by cloths that they received until the feet. Later who represented Adam was underwear. Lastly Mari, the cleaner, dressed with a skirt, and a quite simple sweater, since she is all the time in the floor, cleaning. 

Atrezo:

The furniture used for the representation is a great quantity of dolls they represented the animals that made of witness; some mattresses; some panels to split up the scenario, a table; books, etc. 

The atmosphere: we could breathe in the room a silence atmosphere, but in diverse occasions an enormous quantity of laughs invaded the room. A surprise feeling was also denoted mainly in the moments that the characters left the scenario and they went to the  publish.
Personal opinion:
This work is based on the events of the Bible, where Tabori wonders why this world is so imperfect, why we have made it so bad. But he tries to create an optimistic and positive world, a theater world. A world where the human being is condemned to be free outside of a paradise that was deprived him.
