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Dramatis Personae: 
The characters of this story are not able to understand each other and their dialogue is full of pauses and silences, they had not a good communication.

Ben: He is the most expert of the two characters. He is the authority. He is as a adult brother for Gus so he is shown in a affective way to Gus.
Gus: He is the simpleton, he gets bored at once and he is very careless
Plot: 
This story is about two men that live grasped to their revolvers awaiting that their victim, since they are mercenaries. They spend the play waiting to know who they have to kill in a closed room.
Space: 
The story is represented in a closed space, unique space, a simple and urban house composed of: two beds; a kitchen; the bathroom and a door that leads to a corridor, where the two characters live along the work, except to kill someone.
Time: 
The time is not described by the author. It is an indefinite time but it seems that the scene is developed during the morning. 
Literary and stylistic resources: 
The language used in this work is written in a colloquial and vulgar way. It is written in prose. One of the characteristics that we can highlight is the reiterated repetitions that takes place in the text. Also there is reiteration about the pauses and silences. 
Personal opinion: 
In my opinion this work is a little difficult to understand due to the infantile character of the conversations, and for its small continuity and lack of sense. I think it has a special humour that reflects the violence that there was in those times.
