I have read the following plays, “Phaedra’s love” by Sarah 
Kane and “The Kitchen” by Arnold Wesker. Now I’ll do a 
comparison between the topic and the argument of these plays. 

To begin I’ll say that the theme of the two plays is different 
because Sarah Kane uses a different form to explain and write the 
dialogue. For this reason, when I read her play I understood easily 
all the content like the characters... It is a simply play that 

explains the relationship between three principal characters: 

Phaedra, who is Hippolytus stepmother, is in love with him, and 

the real daughter of Phaedra, Strophe. It’s a history about the 

Royal family which finally dies.


After reading the two plays I saw the difference in the 
theme, because in “The Kitchen” the action occurs around 
twenty-nine characters. It is a drama that talks about people that 

work in the same place, a big kitchen of a restaurant. The author 

puts his attention on the principal character, Peter, who is an 
angry man that does life harder in the kitchen. He is always 
shouting and discussing with most of the members of the kitchen. 
This history has a lot of violence, racism, and tells the hard 
situations in  the kitchen.

Although Phaedra’s love is a sad history too, a drama, the 

dialogue and the different ways that each author uses are 

dissimilar, and this fact gives many differences between the two 

acts.
Other differences that I have also found in these plays are that 

Sarah Kane’s play is about the typical problems of the old royal 

families, like love, death, and life in those days, but “The 
Kitchen” refers to nowadays and the problems that everybody  

has.
The place is important too, because in “Phaedra’s love” 
appears a Royal palace, with medieval characters. On the other 
hand, the period  of the kitchen is modern and seems more 

sophisticated.
Finally, I would like to say that with this explanation, we 

can see some of the differences and similarities between these 

acts that I have read, based on the topic of each other, and 

including a spot referring to place and characters.    
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
