THE THEATRE

A future without drama? Yes, it’s possible that in the future the theatre disappear… Is a possibility that the dramaturges will think soon; in this century, the technologies are in the first place of a lot of expectations because the new age is created by machines and robots that can to clean your own home…I’m not joking!! Really I don’t like these robots that substitute the man force. The truth is that this big evolution is good for some things too: the mobile phone was a good idea that permitted someone to be localized; now the mobile phone is very modern and let us to see videos and hear real music in it, but I prefer the old discos of “vinilo”. I don’t say that the television and the mp3 are bad…but all this technologies leave the culture behind us.
The theatre has his origin in the Ancient Greek, where the plays developed with dances and choirs with all freedom; in the Middle Age, the representations were without good stages, it were improvisator scenes of men making roles of animals or women. 

So the audience share a ideal world with the actors, they imagine a world with Gods and angels and problems that weren’t the real problems of their lives; this facts could be a problem because nobody can live in an imagine world without be worried for the real things. But since the Renascent, the theatre commences a way of more realism in the interpretations; the decoration was more factual, the stages were bigger and less weak. The characters commence too an improvement and their roles weren’t about symbolic things…but the symbolism was still there, in each plot of the plays. This important aspect of the old theatre was hard to disappear.

Again the new technologies got a vital paper in the drama and these modern advances made improve the theatre; little by little the theatre has to adopt new forms and new minds in the people…but his essence never will change, the experience that the audience feels when an actor cries or laughs is  fantastic, is indescribable. 
For this the theatre can changes a lot, but the purpose that the drama has isn’t changes. In other times the characters wanted to interpret ideological and fantastic worlds and now they interpret distinct things like the love or the friendship…but the audience feels the same, they enjoys going to the theatre.
I say these things because I want to see the comparison between the old theatre of Greek or Rome and our theatre, the modernism and the real stories that now are interpreted.
The majority of people that go to the theatre is because they like this genre, they go to the theatre because they want to spend the free time making something funny for someone, cultural for others, or interesting for much of them. 

But someone has questioned what feels the director when the audience applauds with force? What is about the people that are behind the stage? I think a lot of about this facet because I wanted to be a specialist in these themes; when I saw a film I thought in the persons that realized the hard job, the hardest part. They don’t have the lucky of appear in stage and receiver the applauses and the photos… But they are fortunate because they see the plays like a dream; although the play hasn’t success, can see the decorate, the atrezzo, and the dialogue represented in the world, not only in their papers, is something special, I think so. 
I don’t think that I am the sole person that thinks these things in the world, but the common of persons don’t consider it.
A part of my minds, there are some bad aspects that became the theatre in a custom that less people will want to follow. I refer to the fact that you can go to the cinema any day and you can see any film, while going to the theatre is more difficult because involves a displacement very clear. A play in the theatre is an event more unusual because the majority of people aren’t accustomed. For example, the publicity of a film is an impressive thing that costs a lot of money and a lot of resources… however the publicity of a play isn’t showed in the television or in big placards; if someone wants to know something about a premier of a play or similar things, this person has to search a lot and the information is like a secret, talking exaggerated!
Also the quantity of plays that are adapted to the cinema is enormous, and the shortage of films adapted to the theatre is enormous too. For this reason the plays that we see available in the newspapers are plays realized and produced in past times by excellent dramaturges like Shakespeare or Pinter, and these plays are now in our theatres because the actual directors adapt it. But each time there are more directors that have the courage to make their own plays. 

On the other hand, with the publicity the producers get a lot of money and this money serves for shows the film cheaper; the cinema costs cheaper than the theatre because more people go to the cinema. The aspect of the money makes more accessible the digital age, while the theatre costs the double and it’s the main reason that the people uses to not going to the theatre. I’m agree with these persons because I’m a student and this fact don’t serve me to pay less in the theatre; I don’t find a reason more heavy to not going to see a play…for me any reason is big enough to not observe theatre, but the money is very intense and is hard to get it.
After said all these things I want to centre my work in the important idea: if I think that the theatre will disappear…

The truth is that I think that the art of drama is a very beautiful aspect of the human that tends to changes little by little; while the entire world is changing and is evolution very fast, the theatre changes slowly, and his changes are less significance…since the Middle Age the theatre has changed a bit only. This fact could to lead the theatre at the past, with the other things that disappear when the future comes. I could say this and spend the time watching the television…but I don’t feel calm saying these things, I really think that the theatre isn’t a radio that is substitute for an mp3; fortunately this art is a more profound expression that can changes during the years and the centuries…but is something that will progress with us, with the technologies. 
But the theatre needs to be attended; there are a lot of people in the entire world that enjoy with this art, saved to people that is young and prefers to enjoy watching the television and going to the discotheque…I’m like this people and I love the discotheque, but I know difference and separate the two things because I think that is not impossible go out at Saturday night while you go to the theatre at Sunday…is something normal and though it’s something good for us, the culture and the things that you can learn going to the theatre. 

The problem of the question is that this art, like the lecture or the museums is that the young people isn’t informed and isn’t involved in this world. When you ask some young boy or girl if they often go to the opera, they laugh because the opera results a non-importance thing for them. These things are the significant things that will make that the theatre won’t disappear.
I don’t want that the theatre disappears, although my simply opinion doesn’t be sufficient to defend the greatest evolution of the theatre, I say this with very security and I only can study the dramaturges and their plays to connect it with my opinions; I only can visit the stages and try to search more good things that the drama cans give us. 
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
