GESTAS DE PAPÁ UBÚ

This play by Raúl Hernández was directed by Paco Macià in Laltre Espai.

Dramatis personae:
Ubú is interpreted by Manuel Hernández and is the main character. He’s a phantom and he does a lot of bad acts like cheating, killing, betraying… But he’s a coward that wants to seem a bad person; his fear makes him a bad man. This personae is very funny and this detail creates us the sympathy, but the audience know that Ubú lives for his interest only, he’s egoist and, sometimes, a dangerous person.

 Mamá Ubú is Ubú’s wife. She is a speculator woman who tries to send Ubú to prison and stay finally with Memnón . She rebels helping the village against Ubú.

  Mario Esteban is n actor of the play that has three roles in the story: he’s the “monomonarca”, is the king of the play in his context. He’s is Memnón and makes the role of “mandamás” too. Later he appears with the village demanding food and laws… In some of these papers he is the friend or the enemy of Ubú, Mario’s roles are very important in the story because he accompanies always to the main character, Ubú. 

Another important personae is the conscience of Ubú: this role is interpreted by Cristian Weidmann and appears in stage like a baby wearing nappy and trying to help Ubú in his bad actions… the conscience appears in the story to persuade Ubú to not makes bad acts, but Ubú always despise her.

With regard to the space I can say that the stage was little but in where there was a lot of different scenes and different decoration. For example, the castle of Ubú that has a big red object forming a big circle or something similar. Appears a ring in where fight Ubú and Memnón in a very funny scene… We can say that the play occurs in closed spaces and in a very little place to interpreter the scenes. 
Concerning the technics aspects we can say that the illumination doesn’t change a lot; the lights are a bit dark in some scenes but, in general, there are a good illumination that makes us to perceive better the acts. In relation with the atrezzo we see the same costume during all the play, but Ubú changes his clothes once to fight with Memnón…The monomonarca changes his clothes to interpreter different characters.

This play was represented in L’Altre Espai like RIII and I can say that this occasion the house wasn’t very packed, but the atmosphere was very funny because I went with a group of friends and the play is amusing…but seemed that the rest of public didn’t laugh a lot and they was a bit serious. 

From my point of view, the most important aspect in the play was the language that the characters used: this language was very difficult to understand; when Ubú spoke… was very hard to understand what he was saying! The characterizes of that play were the behavior and the forms of Ubú; this things grabbed the audience attention and my interest about Ubú…The plot is very complex and you have to stay especially thoughtful since the beginning to understand it. I think the play was hard, so explain the trama isn’t easy.
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
