This play was published at 1956 by John Osborne.

Dramatis personae:

Jimmy Porter is a lower middle class; an university educated who lives with his wife Alison. Jimmy is a thwarted and worried man that reads a lot of papers and argues his friends. 

Cliff Lewis lives with the marriage; he’s a good friend of Jimmy.

Helena is an actress and a friend of Alison from school.

The three act play takes place in a flat in the Midlands. The ambient is normal even Helena arrives…Helena calls Alison’s father to take her away from the flat and when she has gone, Helena moves in with Jimmy. Alison returns to visit having lost Jimmy’s baby; Helena cans no stand living with Jimmy and leaves. Finally Alison returns with Jimmy and his angry life. 
The action occurs in a closed space, Jimmy’s flat. The time pass in a few months, but there aren’t many references about this aspect.
The language is not difficult to understand, but the dialogue is a bit complex.

I thought this play was difficult because Osborne wanted to create characters a bit figurative; Jimmy was a model of the angry man, but is Jimmy’s anger justified? The other characters play interesting roles but no very important in the story. For me Jimmy was the main character that was angry with the world, Alison had to bear this situation with Cliff in the middle. I think that I don’t understand very well the authentic plot of this play but it was interesting to try it.
