PARTY TIME

Was a play written by Harold Pinter and performed at 1991.

Dramatis personae:

In that play appears a lot of characters that are about thirty and forty years old approximately…I can’t say that there is a main character because all of them have the same importance in the story. But the only personae that doesn’t appears physically in the play is he most significant personality, Jimmy could be the main character but he only appears at the end making a very considerable discuss.
Their dialogues don’t have too importance, although their chats talk about the death, the love, etc…it seems artificial and very simple; the characters are worried for the material welfare, for the social relations and the artificial faces of their lives.

Trama:

The characters are divided at the beginning of the play and they meet in a party; during the story they are talking, falling out…The play is based on a simple party where the people meet a lot of persons and form different groups. Dusty is a girl that is worried because her brother, Jimmy, who doesn’t appears; she’s searching the other people about her brother but anybody knows where is him. Finally, Jimmy appears in stage and starts a argue talking about things that aren’t coherent in the context that it are counted. Jimmy talks about things that he sees and heards like phantoms or something similar…
Regarding to the space I can say that the play occurs in a closed space, the flat where is the party. We know that Pinter situate his plays in a few places and often closed spaces.
There are sofas and chairs; there are two doors, but one of them isn’t used and is a bit open. 
The time isn’t indicated in the play and we don’t know when finish the story; we know that the play begins at night. 
In the story is used a colloquial language because the dialogues are informal, appropriate to a party language. Are used some swearwords…

In relation to other aspects like the illumination, in the play appears a more intense light depending on the group of people that is talking. 
On the other hand, the costs of the play depend on the pay of each actor, and it could be expensive because there are nine main characters and one waiter.

I think that the play is simple, but during the lecture I can perceive the profundity of the story and the characterizes that the author has. I see the artificial behaviours of the personae; they seem too redundant and this aspect seems a critic of the passive society. . I like this lecture but for me was difficult to understand the main theme, the most important theme, Jimmy.
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
