RIII BY WILLIAM SHAKESPEARE
This play written by W.Shakespeare is based on Richard III and the England kingdom.
Dramatis Personae:

Richard is the main character; he is a deformed person and a very spiteful man 
because he see how his brothers have a lot of power…He’s an ambicious man who 
wants to get the power of the king.
Buckingham is the shielder and the young man that will help Richard. Ratcliff is a boy 
who will help Richard too, he’s is the responsible of killing the people during the play. 
Queen Elizabeth is the wife of King Edward, who is killed. Then Queen Margaret 
appears, she is the old queen of England, who is wicked and wants to take revenge of 
the new king. Lady Ann and Edward are the princes; the second one is Richard’s 
brother. Clarence is the other Richard’s brother… At the end appears Richmond, the 
second character interpreted by Ismael Carretero (Clarence), this is a rich French man, 
the suitor of Lady Ann. All the characters described here, excepting the two Edwards, 
appears in stage.
In relation with space, we know that some scenes occur in closed spaces; but we don’t 
find the concretes places that appear in the story. So during the play we have to imagine 
the different places in which the play happens or developed, like the towel of the castle. 
And we can considerer that there are open spaces like the wood in where Richard stays 
during the war… We can say the play doesn’t occurs in the same place, its combinated.
Atrezzo is always the same in each character; the clothes are of the medieval age. 
About the decoration we can say that it’s very simple because in the stage we couldn’t 
find many decorations…are only three black walls that are illuminated when the 
characters exit. Extra personae wearing black clothes put the objects in the stage 
without lights;  appear objects like the shower in the scene which Ratcliff kills Clarence, 
or the throne in where Queen Elizabeth or finally Richard sit on.
The atmosphere was good and the house was full of people; that time was the first time 
that I went to that theatre and I thought that it was small but very suitable because the 

stage was big enough.
From my point of view, the actors made a very good interpretation and the audience 
could imagine the dialogue and the contain of the story easily. 
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
