THE REALISM

I have studied this phenomenon of the English literature at mid-19th century by the Encarta, an encyclopedia that has good references about many themes like realism. 

First, I would explain the context in which this period occurs; the movement appeared because of the social circumstances of the epoch: the burgess class transformed in the dominant class of the society and this fact made that appeared the proletarian class too. On the other hand, the industrialism emerged in that epoch too, so the cities and the urban society suffer an increase. So, the aspects that changes more in the theatre are the elimination of the subjectivism in the contains of the plays; previous to the realism, the writers tried to show in his plays the fantastic world of the ancient men or things like demons, dragons…summarizing, this fantastic aspect of the theatre in the 18th century and the beginning of the 19th century disappear when is created the realism in the theatre. The writers offered the public new themes based on the real life and the problems of the people reflected on the characters. Also were showed the bad things in the culture and the general customs of people.
Dramatists and players should objectively observe and illustrate the real world, they believed that heredity and environment are at the root of all human actions; this is the description of the players in the notes of the Encarta and more similar opinions…

The encyclopedia remarks the similarities between Romanticism and Realism and the same aspect was the interest on the customs of persons and the interest on the nature of the man and his basic behaviors.

The director confronted the reality and her bad effects, and made a critic of the society from inside the plays. 
We can summon authors like Emily Zola or Thomas Hardy, whose saw the world like a representation of the real things which don’t let position to talk about fantastic phenomenon. They are a good orientation to analyze that age in the British literature.
The characters were recognizably familiar with no supernatural powers doing the usual things that people did every day. Besides, the characters were a lot passionate and the plays made interpretations about the past and the legendary times. We can see since the period of realism, the personae were already less fervent and they leave the past ages.

The novel settled into a realistic mode which is still dominant today. Aside from genre fiction and horror or fantasy, we expect the ordinary novel to be based in our own world. 
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
