SAVED
That was a play written by Edward Bond at 1965.

Dramatis personae:

Mary has fifty three years and is Pam mother; in the play she’s described like a fat and short woman that has the breast big too. She has a curl hair.

Pam is about twenty three years old and she’s thin; 

Len and his friends, Mike, Fred, Colin, Pete and Barry have about twenty years…

Pam and Len are together and they talk about their future. Their relation is good and Pam is embarrassed; Len goes to live in Pam house and this thing seems good for all the family because Len takes care of Pam and he brings money to the family. 
Pam has a good relation with Fred, they are seeing together and the relation between the girl and Len is 
less nice…little by little the relation goes worse…

When Pam has the baby she doesn’t want to take care of him, she doesn’t worry about her son. One day, while Len and Fred are catching fish, Pam appears and lets the baby with the two friends. Len follows her. Gradually the friends appear, Pete, Collin, Barry…and all of them begin a fight with the baby because they are bored; they hit the baby until he die. 
After this terrible scene, arrives Pam and she catch the baby without knowing that he’s dead. Finally Fred is imprisoned and Len stay in Pam home; Pam is always irritable and very angry; so the story ends with the couple together in the same house and Fred in the prison.

With regard to the spaces, I can say that appear a lot of open and closed places like the prison, the Pam home, a park, a café… So the scenery is hard because the story occurs in different spaces that need to be showing.

The time is not indicated in the play and the language that the characters use is a colloquial language with repetition of words, basic expressions…

My opinion of this play is very hard because a reader spends a durable time reading the story; the play is a reflection of the desperation of the characters and the frustration of some of them. For me is a good story that made me some bad feelings while I read it; so the play gets my attention and gets that I feel the same things that the author pretends, with this manner the reader can understand better the story and the conclusion of each character.
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
