THE DUMB WAITER
A play written by Harold Pinter in one act, was premiered in London at 1960.

Dramatis personae:

Ben and Gus seem two normal men, they wear shirt, trousers, braces…and guns. They are murderers. They stay all the time during the play in a room, waiting and discussing about common things; they are bored and whatever thing that they do awake their interest and their mystery, like Gus tying up his shoes laces at the beginning. They are nervous and they need kill the time.
The play begins with the two killers waiting in a room to make a murder; they are waiting the instructions to the follow order. While they are in that room, they receive a note with the petition of a menu; later they receive other menu and finally, when Gus exits of the room to gets a glass of water, Ben receives another note with non-writer instructions that order him to kill Gus.
With regard to the space we know that the action occurs in a room of a ground floor, in a building of Birmingham. The room is a place without furniture, without comfort… it’s a place only to wait, not to live. 
Though the interior of that room create an atmosphere of stillness, a protection for the characters, the danger comes from the exterior…
The time isn’t mentioned in the play; the characters are a bit isolated, they aren’t worry about the time…and the readers don’t know when the action occurs. 

The characters use a colloquial language that they employ with short sentences and sometimes only with loose words.

From my point of view, this is a good play that gets an ambient of suspense, and this recurs grabs the readers attention. We are waiting like the characters; this is a mystery wait that creates a certain air of danger. And each time that they receive a new note I felt calm, the reader felt that the wait has finished. I like this play and finally I was surprised because Ben had to kill Gus, this fact was something unexpected.
