Dramtis persoane:

In this play a lot of characters appear and is hard to describe all of them, so in the plot not all the characters have the same importance.

Alfredo is the second chef of the kitchen, because there is a main chef. He’s about thirty years. The Chef is a large man that has about sixty years old, he rarely speaks to anyone. There area lot of cooks, some women and men: Anne and Bertha are some of the women that are in the kitchen; Max, the butcher; Raymond and Paul, the pastry cooks; Kevin, fried fish; Mr. Marango is the proprietor…Peter is the main character, the boiled fish. He’s described like a frustrating person that is always nervous.
The argument of this play is situated in a kitchen of a restaurant called Tivoli; in this kitchen each person has his own job; this place is illustrated like a bad kitchen with a very irritable ambient. Each actor makes her role without keeping any relation with the other partners. There are quarrels and some quotidian problems…
The central story of the play is the frustrated love of one of the cook called Peter; he loves a woman, Monique, who’s a married waiter. 

The first part commences in the kitchen when the cooks prepare the food quickly; in this part Peter and Gaston protagonist a fight and it finishes with Gaston injured. After this appear the chefs and the porters talking about a better life, they’re talking about dreams and hopes…
Finally Peter has a battle with the proprietor and Mr. Marango wants to dismiss him, but at the end all this things close well.
The space is always the same, the kitchen of the Tivoli; is a closed space that has always the same objects and the same person, the characters live the story in the kitchen.

The dialogue is easy and the language is easy, with some swearwords and quotidian sentences. 

In relation with the time I can say that the action occurs during several days, but there aren’t many references about this aspect.

I like a lot read this play because Arnold Wesker showed with very clarity the normal live that all the people have in the world. The author obtains a play in which the characters are simple persons that have a hard job and normal discussions. For this reason the reader can feel identified with the personae.
