Dramtis personae:
Charlotte is a woman who has thirty five years and she’s an actress, she is the wife of Henry, a writer of plays. Henry is forty years old and is a nice man. 

Mark is a friend of the marriage and is an actor; he’s the husband of Annie, she’s an actress too and she spends the time helping with the benefic plays.

Billy and Brodie are the singles of the story; the first one is another actor and he’s a young man. Brodie has about twenty years and is an ex-military that is condemned for challenge at the authority. 

Plot:

Henry is the author of a play called “A House of Cards”; the main characters are Charlotte and Mark. Then we discover that Henry and Annie are lovers and Mark discovers their relation with a Henry’s hanky that is in Annie’s car. After this, Annie and Henry get married and they go to live together. Then Annie commences an obsession with an imprisoned man called Brodie because she thinks that this man is innocent… Annie wants to protagonists a play with the story of this man but Henry doesn’t want it. So Annie begins a little relation with a partner called Billy; when Henry knows this relation he decides to write the play of Brodie and it shows in the television. Finally this entire jumble ends when Mark decides to get married with another woman and Henry be happy with Annie.
The spaces that appear in the play are the houses of each couple that is formed in the story: Charlotte and Henry home, Annie and Mark home, Annie and Henry home… so the spaces are closed spaces and are difficult to show to the public.
The story pass in many years; the readers know this aspect of the play because the daughter of Charlotte and Henry grows during the play and Brodie is liberated of the prison.

The aspects more interesting of the play are the different plays that are in a same play; appears some plays of some characters in the play of Tom Stoppard, sometimes I didn’t know when was fiction or when was reality.

My observation of this play is that Stoppard had shows very well the human relations and the quotidian lives of each character…with the job of each other and the role of each persona. In this play there were actors, directors, some complex relations with the real live which the readers live.
